English
As readers, we will be continuing to use our skills

to explore a text. We will be answering questions
by retrieving the answers from a text and using
the text and illustrations to make predictions.
As writers, this half term our book is Somebody
Swallowed Stanley. We will be learning about the
dangers in our oceans and writing a letter about
the importance of saving the wildlife.

Maths
As mathematicians, we will be learning about
multiplication and division. We will learn to count
in 2s, 5s and 10s and we will begin to make arrays
to answer questions.

Science
As Scientists, we will be investigating plants. We
will learn to name the basic parts of plants, plant
their own seeds and make observations on how
they grow over time. We will make predictions,
learn how to make careful observations over time
and we will learn how to record the data from our
investigations.

Geography
As Geographers, we will be exploring the world
