	· A range of sports clubs are offered by Elite and teaching staff which all had a high participation rate. Children were engaged and enthusiastic about the clubs offered.
· After school clubs have been attended by 17% of KS2 pupils and 14% of KS1 pupils. 
· Elite have supported staff outdoors at lunchtime to incorporate Change for Life strategies; highlighting key children and getting all children active for at least 30 minutes a day.
	· We are in the process of purchasing and installing outdoor gym equipment.
· KS2 pupils needs to be targeted for the next sporting after school clubs. 

	Spring 
	· Elite have offered a range of sports clubs over the two half terms. These have included Multi-sports and Healthy Hearts. A class teacher has also conducted a Netball club in Spring 1. These clubs have been full and children have showed a willingness to be active. 
· After school clubs have been attended by 26% of KS2 children and 28% of KS1 children. The KS2 percentage has increased but not sufficiently to meet the gold standard for the School Games Mark. 
· Elite have offered lunchtime clubs and these have followed a weekly timetable. This timetable has been displayed on the PE noticeboard, so that the children are fully aware of the dinner time activities on offer.
· Elite have also organised and delivered a football tournament for KS1 and KS2 at dinner times. The children were mixed into teams within their key stages and they played a knock out tournament, with team names from all over the world. Many children, from all year groups, wanted to participate. This showed a desire to be active and an opportunity for these children to be active for 30 minutes of the day.
· The Daily Mile has been officially launched in school and a trophy has been purchased. Elite ensure that the children do the Daily Mile at the start of every PE lesson. This is also an expectation for class teachers too, if they teach PE. Children have also showed a desire to complete the Daily Mile at play times and dinner times. Elite record the quickest time from each class and the winner of each key stage is celebrated weekly on the PE noticeboard. 
· Y3 have started going swimming at Howe Bridge Sports Centre. This will continue until the end of the year. 
· The exercise equipment has been purchased, costing £8000 as budgeted, and is ready to be installed. This will be installed in the holidays. This equipment will give the children time to socialise and exercise at the same time. 
	· The subject leader has devised an afterschool club aimed at females. This will be dance club on a Friday and will continue through to Summer 2 if it is successful. 
· Organise a dinner time tournament for this half term. 
· Launch the Daily Mile as a lunch time activity. Devise a system where we can log the amount of miles children do in a day. 
· Get a PE Twitter account up and running. 

	Summer 
	· The outside gym equipment has been successfully installed. It is used by KS1 and KS2 at break and dinner. The children are learning to take it in turns and exercising in a social environment. 
· This half term’s extra-curricular clubs have been basketball and football, ran by Elite and dance club ran by the PE subject leader. Dance club was organised to engage KS2 females, who enjoy dance out of school. 
· After school clubs have been attended by 32% of KS2 children and 73% of KS1 children. 
· After analysing the participation in after school clubs over the year, 51% of children on the SEND register have engaged in extra-curricular activities this year. 
· Elite have continued to offer dinner time clubs and these were advertised on the PE noticeboard for the children to see. They have also carried out a personal challenge tournaments and a KS1 and KS2 dodgeball tournament. 
· The Daily Mile is still a strong feature at the beginning of PE lessons and children enjoy doing it at break and dinner times. 
· Y3 have now completed their swimming at Howe Bridge. £500 was budgeted for swimming, however we spent £3102 on extra interventions for Y5 and Y6. These children were taken at the start of Summer Term 2 to help them meet the end of key stage requirements. 
· Following the data received from Howe Bridge, 52% of Year 6 children have achieved the National Curriculum Award, which states that they can swim 25m in a confident and controlled manner and they can use a range of strokes. 
· The data also recognises that 5% of Year 6 children have achieved a Self-rescue Award, which states that they can employ skills and strategies which could be used in a life-threatening situation. 
· Through additional support, current Y5’s have now achieved the National Curriculum Award, taking their percentage up to 67%. Of these children, 19% have achieved the Self-rescue Award. 
	· Plan in intra-school tournaments over the summer holidays so that all staff and pupils are aware of when they are occurring. 
· DJ Danny from TeamTheme will be doing an after school Disco Dodgeball club in autumn half term. This will be launched with an assembly on the first week back. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Also, Elite may be providing more after school clubs. The subject leader and Elite have agreed that one will be for Maths Count/Actiphons and this will be aimed at Y1/Reception. The second will be to prepare teams for upcoming competitions and must be aimed at KS2 pupils if possible. 
· Extra afterschool clubs should increase the participation of KS2 children in line with the requirements for Silver and Gold. 
· The subject leaderMiss Butler will be working with the deputy head Rhys Jones to organise Freddie Fit, an external PE provider for sports leaders. 
· The subject lead will launch a reward for the class that receives the quickest time on the Daily Mile.
